Evening T-Ball (5-7) 
This program is open to all children (boys and girls) who will be 5 on or before July 31, 2010 but will not be 7 until after April 30, 2010.   This program will 
teach children basic catching, throwing and batting in a non-competitive environment.  The format will be a 45-60 minute practice followed by a 60-minute 
game.  All children will get equal playing time.   
Time:  Tuesdays and Thursdays 6:00 pm – 8:00 pm      Location:  Parke Lane Elementary School  
Season:   Mid June  – End of July                                Cost:  $55 
 
Minor B Coach Pitch Baseball (7-9) 
This program is open to all children (boys and girls) who will be 7 on or before April 30, 2010 but will not be 10 until after April 30, 2010.   This program 
will teach children basic catching, throwing and batting in a non-competitive environment.  All children will get equal playing time.  A pitching machine will 
be used. The format will be Monday and Wednesday games and practices; with one more practice a week possible.  
Time:  Monday and Wednesday 6:00 pm – 8:00 pm      Location:  Parke Lane Elementary School  
Season:   Start of practices will be as weather permits.  Practices could start in Mid April.  Season will end July 31st.   Cost:  $80 
 
Minor A Boys Baseball (9-10) 
This program is open to children who will be 9 on or before April 30, 2010 but will not be 11 until after April 30, 2010.   At this level the children pitch.  
Improvement of catching, throwing and batting skills is the key along with learning the basic rules of baseball.  This is done in a competitive environment.  
All children are placed in the batting order for the entire game.  Every child must play at least 2 of the 5 innings in the field.  Games will be played Monday 
and Wednesday; with one or more practices a week.  This level participates in the Trenton Baseball Association and follows their league rules. 
Time:  Monday and Wednesday 5:00 pm – 8:00 pm      Location:  Grosse Ile, Trenton, and Woodhaven  
Season:   Start of practices will be as weather permits.  Practices could start in Mid April.  Season will end Early August.  Cost:  $80 
 
Girls Fastpitch Softball 9-10, 11-12, 13-14, 18U  
This program is opened to all girls who will be 9 on or before January 1, 2010 but will not be 18 until after January 1st, 2010.  Every girl will play at least 2 
innings of each game in the field, and bat at least once, if child attends practices.     Teams compete with teams from other Downriver communities.  
Season:   Start of practices will be as weather permits.  Practices could start in Mid April.  Season will end Early August.  Cost:  $80 
 
Boys Baseball 11-12, 13-14, 18U 
Age cut-off dates for the Boys Baseball groups is April 30, 2010.  These teams are members of the Downriver Baseball Association.  Every boy must play at 
least 3 of the 7 innings in the field, and bat at least once, if child attends practices.  Teams compete with other teams from other Downriver communities.  
Games may be scheduled for any evening of the week, Monday-Friday.  18U teams start in early June after state playoffs. 
Season:   Start of practices will be as weather permits.  Practices could start in Mid April.  Season will end Early August.  Cost:  $80 
 
Practices could start as early as mid April.  Season will end late July or into the first week of August, depending on the program.
